I DISPOZITII GENERALE

Guvernul Romaniei (GR) si Guvernul Statelor Unite ale Americii (GSU) (fiecare
guvern denumit "Parte" sau colectiv "Parti") convin sa modifice Scrisoarea de
Intelegere intre GR si GSU, semnat? la data de 3 iulie 2001 (denumit3 in continuare
"Intelegere”) si s& sustind doud proiecte in derulare si dou3 noi proiecte de aplicare
a legii in conditjile stipulate in fntelegere, asa cum va fi modificata aceasta prin
prezentul Protocol Aditional.

GSU va furniza un fond de 1.750.000 USD constand in asistentd suplimentara in
beneficiul GR pentru proiectele descrise mai jos. Din aceastda suma totald, GSU va
furniza aproximativ 1.185.000 USD reprezentand costul actiunilor de pregatire
suplimentara gi asistentd tehnicd, aceastd asistenta fiind contractatd prin alte agentii
ale GSU in beneficiul GR in conformitate cu termenii si conditjile ingelegerii, asa cum
a fost modificata prin prezentul Protocol Aditional. GSU va mentine disponibild suma
rdmasd, in valoare de 565.000 USD, aceasta urmand a fi angajata in beneficiul GR in
conformitate cu termenii si conditiile Intelegerii, asa cum a fost modificatd prin
prezentul Protocol Aditional.
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Fondurile furnizate prin prezentul Protocol Aditional la Intelegere vor sustine patru
proiecte destinate sa:

1. asiste GR, prin punerea la dispozitie a unui Consilier Juridic Rezident, in
procesul de reforma a sistemului sdu de justitie penala si pentru combaterea

coruptiei functionarilor guvernamentali;

2. asiste Inspectoratul General al Politiei Romane sa-si dezvolte structura de
investigare a criminalitatii cibernetice si capacitatea de executare a
operatiunilor anti-drog;

3. asiste GR sa isi dezvolte capacitatea de gestionare a institutiilor de aplicare a
legii; -
4. asiste GR sa consolideze institutiile din sistemul de justitie penald.
Descrierea completa a proiectelor si scopurile acestora sunt cuprinse in Sectiunea II
de mai jos. Toate celelalte obligatii, termeni si conditii nemodificate, specificate n

intelegerea din data de 3 iulie 2001, vor rémane aplicabile, in vigoare si cu efecte
depline.

Asigurarea asistentei financiare nerambursabile de catre GSU dupa incheierea anului
fiscal in curs este conditionatd de progresul satisfacdtor in realizarea obiectivelor
proiectului si de disponibilitatea fondurilor aprobate si alocate anual de catre
Congresul Statelor Unite, precum si de aprobarea Biroului Afacerilor Internationale in
domeniul combaterii drogurilor si aplicarii legii (INL), din cadrul Departamentului de
Stat al Statelor Unite.

II. DESCRIEREA PROIECTULUI

Durata planificatd a acestor proiecte este de un an.

2) Asistentd acordata GR in dezvoltarea capacitatii necesare pentru a ancheta
Si urméri in justitie noile tipuri de infractiuni, cum ar fi traficul de fiinte umane
si spalarea de bani;

3) Asistentd acordatd GR in procesul de reformad al curtilor de apel;

4) Asistenta acordatd GR in crearea unui program pentru victimele care au si
calitate de martor in cazurile de trafic de fiinte umane;

5) Legat de programul pentru victimele care au si calitate de martor,
asistenta acordatd GR in dezvoltarea capacitdtii de a primi si transmite
marturia victimei in cazurile de trafic de fiinte umane prin intermediul unui
sistem de video conferintd amplasat in curtile de apel din tara;

6) Sprijinirea infiintdrii unui nou Inspectorat pentru Crima Organizata si

Terorism.

Descrierea proiectului:

"Proiectul de continuare a asistentei" va asigura in continuare asistentd
pentru cresterea capacitatii GR de a identifica, investiga si urmari in justitie
infractionalitatea cibernetica si traficul de droguri. Proiectul va beneficia de
expertiza specialistilor americani din domeniul aplicarii legii care vor instrui in
continuare serviciile de combatere a criminalitatii cibernetice si anti-drog din
Inspectoratul General al Politiei Romane (IGPR).

In cadrul acestui proiect, se vor furniza de asemenea echipamente si
materiale suplimentare Politiei Romane, incluzand si serviciile judetene si
centrele zonale. Proiectul va pune accentul pe cregterea performantei
serviciilor de criminalitate cibernetica si anti-drog si imbundtdtirea coordondrii,
cooperdrii, comunicarii interne precum si cu agentiile de aplicare a legii din
SUA.

In mod concret, in cadrul proiectului se vor sustine sesiuni de instruire pe
tehnici de recuperare a probelor din sistemele informatice, fraude informatice
i penetrarea retelelor de calculatoare, operatiuni sub acoperire pe droguri Si

analiza informatjilor, spdlare de bani si investigarea infractiunilor financiare.
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Sesiunile de instruire vor aborda metodele de lucru in grupuri comune de
ofiteri de politie si procurori i vor include si reprezentanti imputerniciti sa
propuna amendarea legislatiei in vigoare, astfel incdt sa se discute si posibile
schimbari legislative. Ca o ultimd mentiune, prin acest proiect se vor oferi
echipamentele necesare pentru completarea si aducerea la standarde a

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ADDITIONAL PROTOCOL

TO THE LETTER OF AGREEMENT
ON NARCOTICS CONTROL AND LAW ENFORCEMENT
OF JULY 3, 2001
BETWEEN |
THE GOVERNMENT OF ROMANIA AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA

I. GENERAL

The Government of Romania (GOR) and the Government of the United States of
America (USG) (each government individually, a “Party,” or collectively, the “Parties”),
jointly agree to amend the Letter of Agreement between the GOR and the USG,
signed July 3, 2001 (hereinafter the “Agreement”) and to support two ongoing and

two new law enforcement projects under the terms of the Agreement, as modified by
this Additional Protocol.

The USG will provide USD 1,750,000 of additional assistance for the benefit of the
GOR for the projects described below. Of this total amount, the USG will provide
approximately USD 1,185,000 of additional training and technical assistance, such
assistance to be obligated through other USG agencies for the benefit of the GOR
consistent with the terms and conditions of this Agreement, as amended. The USG
will obligate the remaining USD 565,000, such assistance to be obligated for the

benefit of the GOR consistent with the terms and conditions of this Agreement, as
amended.




The funding provided under this Additional Protocol to the Agreement will support four
projects designed to:

et

assist the GOR, through the provision of a Resident Legal Advisor, to reform

its criminal justice system and combat official corruption;

2. assist the Romanian General Inspectorate of Police to enhance its cyber
crime investigative capability and its counter-narcotics capabilities;

3. assist the GOR to enhance the management of its law enforcement

. institutions; |

4, assist the GOR to strengthen criminal justice institutions.

Full project descriptions and project goals are described in Section II below. All
otherwise unmodified obligations, terms and conditions contained in the Agreement

dated July 3, 2001 shall remain applicable and in full force and effect.

Provision of USG grant funding beyond the current fiscal year is conditioned upon
satisfactory progress toward project goals and the availability of funds authorized and
appropriated on a year-to-year basis by the U.S. Congress and approved by the U.S.
Department of State, Bureau for International Narcotics and Law Enforcement Affairs
(INL).

II. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The planned life of these projects is one year.

Project # 1: Resident Legal Advisor (RLA)

Project Description:
In 2005/6 the RLA will focus on:




1) Supporting the GOR by improving the effectiveness of the National Anti-Corruption
Prosecutor’s Office (PNA) in prosecuting corruption at all levels;

2) Assisting the GOR to develop the skills needed to investigate and prosecute
emerging crimes such as trafficking in persons (TIP) and money laundering;

3) Supporting Romania’s court reform process; '

4) Assisting the GOR in the development of a victim/witness coordination program
focusing on TIP offenses; _

5) In conjunction with a victim/witness coordination program, assisting the GOR in
developing the capacity to provide and receive the testimony of TIP victims through
the deployment of video conferencing capabilities in regional court rooms;

6) Supporting the development of a new Directorate for Organized Crime and

Terrorism.

Goals /
¢ Performance Measures:

1) Assist Romanian officials in effectively combating organized crime. Support
the GOR in developing modern management capability and a sustainable
training strategy for the newly approved Directorate for Organized Crime
and Terrorism. /

e GOR effort to combat organized crime shows success in the number
of arrests and prosecutions.

2) Focus assistance to Romanian police and prosecutors to develop the skills
required to investigate and prosecute emerging crimes such as money
laundering, human trafficking and violations of intellectual property rights. /

Project # 2: Cyber Crimes / Counter Narcotics Continued Assistance

Project Description:

The “Continued Assistance Project” will provide continued support to the GOR
to improve its capability to detect, investigate and prosecute cyber crime and
narcotics trafficking. The project will utilize experts from American law
enforcement to provide continued training to the cyber crime investigative unit
and the counter narcotics efforts of the Romanian General Inspectorate of
Police (IGPR). The project will also provide additional equipment and other
commodities to the Romanian police, including regionally located units. The
project will emphasize increasing the productivity of the cyber crimes units and
improving their coordination, cooperation, and communication, including with
U.S. law enforcement.

Specifically, the project will provide expert instruction on evidence recovery
techniques, cyber fraud and network intrusion, narcotics undercover and
intelligence analysis, and money laundering and financial crime investigations.
Trainings will develop task force integration methods for investigators and
prosecutors and will include legislators so that desired legislative changes are
brought into consideration. Lastly, the Continued Assistance Project will
provide necessary equipment to update and complement unit equipment
already provided.

Goals /

¢ Performance Measures:

1) Increase base of knowledge of investigators, prosecutors and legislators

regarding cyber crime and narcotics investigations, including modern
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investigative techniques such as task forces. Improve ability to recover
information from computer networks and seized computers. /

e Romanian police display possession of up-to-date information and
skills regarding cyber crime and narcotics investigations, evidence
recovery, and utilizing task force integration methods.

o Increase in successful cyber crime and narcotics investigations
leading to better prosecution statistics.

Promote timely and efficient exchange of information between law

. enforcement offices and foster the use of computers in criminal

investigations. /

e Information is exchanged more efficiently and in a timely manner
so as to facilitate increase in successful investigations and
prosecutions.

Project # 3: Law Enforcement Management

Project Description:

The project will begin with an expert review and analysis of Romanian law

enforcement management capabilities and post-graduate training. The project
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will then provide targeted training focused on management of law enforcement
organizations, including the budget process, budget administration and

enhancements to management curricula at law enforcement academies.

1) Improve the capacity of Romanian law enforcement management to
develop and administer budgets and unit resources. /
e Training, equipment and materials provided.
e Managers utilize techniques and display capacity to develop and
administer budgets and unit resources.
e Enhancements to management curricula at law enforcement
academies adopted.
2) Promote timely and efficient exchange of information between managers
and subordinates. /
¢ Management displays willingness and capability to improve the flow of
information to subordinates.
3) Improve management capacity to limit corruption. /
e Training provided.
¢ Increase in the instances of management rooting out or limiting police

corruption.
Project # 4: Criminal Justice Institutions

Project Description:

The project will provide targeted assistance to strengthen criminal justice
institutions, focusing on new provisions of the criminal code, as well as
promoting better judicial practices and transparency within the Supreme

Council of Magistrates. The project will conduct training seminars and publish
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best practices and will partner with the RLA program and other international

and domestic initiatives.

Goals /
¢ Performance Measures:

1) Build judicial capacity to utilize new provisions to the criminal code. /

o Current judicial practices and decisions regarding arrest and search
warrants and handling of evidence involving new techniques are
documented.

o Assessment of these practices and optimal practices is drafted, along
with draft hypothetical situations and comprehensive methodology
for judges is conducted.

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I1I. PROJECT ACHIEVEMENT VERIFICATION

Methods of verification of project achievement include observation by personnel of the
two cooperating governments and by official statistics and records.

The Parties agree to jointly evaluate official GOR arrest, narcotics interdiction, and
prosecution statistics in order to establish baseline numbers and determine whether or
not USG assistance results in changes to the baseline on a year-to—year basis.

Training recipient evaluations will also be used to evaluate project achievement.

IV. TERMINATION

This Additional Protocol shall enter into force upon receipt by the United States of

written notification from the Government of Romania that it has completed the

necessary domestic steps to bring the Additional Protocol into force, provided such

notice is received within twenty (20) days of the signature of the Additional Protocol.
Either Party may terminate this Additional Protocol by giving the other Party a ninety
(90) days prior written notice of intent. Termination of this Additional Protocol shall
cancel any obligations of the two Parties to make contributions pursuant to this
Additional Protocol, except for payments to commitments entered into with third
parties prior to the notice of cancellation of the Additional Protocol.
