Negre la Conventia privind protectia Marii Negre impotriva poluarii

Partile contractante la prezentul protocol:

Devenind parti contractante la Conventia privind protectia Marii Negre impotriva
poluarii (Conventia de la Bucuresti, 21 aprilie 1992);

Recunoscand ca in deceniile recente au avut loc schimbari semnificative induse
de om in biota si in conditiile fizico-chimice din Marea Neagr3;

Preocupati de pericolele care continud sa ameninte biodiversitatea, cum ar fi
eutrofizarea, suprapescuitul, poluarea si introducerea de specii neindigene;

Acceptand importanta controlului poluarii din Marea Neagra in scopul
conservarii biodiversitatii, a intretinerii si a restaurarii functiilor ecosistemului;

Reamintind faptul ca, in temeiul art. 13 din Conventia de la Bucuresti, atunci
cand se adopta masuri pentru prevenirea, reducerea si controlul poluarii mediului
marin al Marii Negre, partile contractante solicitd acordarea unei atentii deosebite
evitarii punerii in pericol a organismelor marine si a resurselor vii, in special prin
modificarea habitatelor lor prin pescuit si alte utilizari legitime ale marii;

Reamintind ca

- Protocolul privind protectia mediului marin al Marii Negre impotriva
poluarii din surse terestre;

- Protocolul privind cooperarea pentru combaterea in situatii de urgenta
a poluarii mediului marin al Marii Negre cu petrol si alte substante
periculoase;

- Protocolul privind protectia mediului marin al Marii Negre impotriva
poluarii cauzate de descarcari.

sunt in vigoare in conformitate cu Conventia privind protectia Marii Negre
impotriva poluarii.

Reamintind ca, in aprilie 1993, ministrii mediului din toate cele 6 tari riverane
Marii Negre au semnat o declaratie de politicd comuna (Declaratia ministeriala
privind protectia Marii Negre impotriva poluarii, Odesa, 1993) in care au cazut de
acord:

a) sa Tncurajeze dezvoltarea unor planuri cuprinzatoare si coordonate de
restaurare si conservare a biodiversitati in Marea Neagra




Conventiei privind diversitatea biologica (5 iunie 1992, Rio de Janeiro,
Brazilia);

b) sa ia masuri adecvate pentru restaurarea $i conservarea biodiversitatii in
Marea Neagra in spiritul Conventiei privind diversitatea biologica (5 iunie
1992, Rio de Janeiro, Brazilia);

c) sa stabileasca si sa imbunatateasca ariile naturale de conservare din zona
costiera a fiecarui stat costier inainte de 1996;

Avéand in vedere ca toate tarile riverane Marii Negre au semnat si au ratificat
Conventia privind biodiversitatea (5 iunie 1992, Rio de Janeiro, Brazilia);

Avand in vedere ca majoritatea partilor contractante au semnat si ratificat si alte
conventii i acorduri, de exemplu: Conventia privind zonele umede de importanta
internationald, in special ca habitat al pasarilor acvatice (2 februarie 1971,
Ramsar, Iran), Conventia privind comertul international cu specii din flora si
fauna aflate in pericol (CITES, 3 martie 1973, Washington, SUA), Conventia
privind conservarea habitatelor naturale si a vietii salbatice din Europa (19
septembrie 1979, Berna, Elvetia), Conventia privind conservarea speciilor
migratoare de animale salbatice (23 iunie 1979, Bonn, Germania), Acordul
privind conservarea cetaceelor din Marea Neagra, Marea Mediterana si din zona
contigua a Atlanticului, (24 noiembrie 1996, Monaco), Conventia europeana a
peisajului (20-21 octombrie 2000, Florenta, Italia) si Conventia privind
combaterea desertificarii (14 octombrie 1994, Paris), acestea sunt considerate
parti contractante;

Luand nota de faptul ca guvernele Marii Negre sunt activ implicate in
implementarea Strategiei paneuropene privind biodiversitatea si peisajul,
modificata ultima data ia 9 iulie 1998;

Reafirméandu-si angajamentul fatd de Planul strategic de actiune pentru
protectia si reabilitarea Marii Negre (capitolul B, 31 octombrie 1996),

Acceptand faptul ca actiunile concertate ale tuturor statelor costiere ale Marii
Negre si ale tarilor din bazinul Marii Negre cu care lucreaza in cooperare pot
gestiona multiplele amenintari asupra diversitatii biologice si peisagistice;

Hotarand sa se faca orice efort pentru conservarea durabild a Marii Negre din
punct de vedere biologic si al diversitatii peisagistice si a componentelor sale si
mentinerea si, unde este posibil, sporirea si restabilirea sanatatii ecologice,
istorice, culturale si a valorii estetice;

Convin cu privire la urmatoarele dispozitii:




Articolul 1

1. Scopul prezentului protocol este de a mentine ecosistemul Marii Negre intr-o
stare ecologica buna si peisajul sau in conditii favorabile, pentru a proteja,
conserva si a administra durabil diversitatea biologica si peisagistica a Marii
Negre pentru a imbogati resursele biologice.

2. In conformitate cu dispozitile Conventiei privind protectia Marii Negre
Tmpotriva poludrii si alte protocoale la aceastd conventie, protocolul este
destinat sa serveasca ca un instrument legal pentru dezvoltarea, armonizarea
si impunerea unor politici, strategii $i masuri de mediu necesare pentru
conservarea, protectia si gestionarea durabila a resurselor naturale, istorice,
culturale si estetice si mostenirea statelor Marii Negre pentru generatiile
prezente si viitoare.

Articolul 2

Tn sensul prezentului protocol:

a) conventie reprezinta Conventia privind protectia Marii Negre impotriva
poluarii (21 aprilie 1992, Bucuresti, Romania);

b) parti contractante reprezinta partile contractante la prezentul protocol;
c) comisie reprezinta Comisia pentru protectia Marii Negre impotriva poluarii;

d) diversitate biologica reprezintd variabilitatea organismelor vii din toate
sursele, inclusiv, printre altele, cele terestre, marine si alte ecosisteme
acvatice si complexe ecologice din care acestea fac parte; aceasta include
diversitatea Tn cadrul speciilor, intre specii si a ecosistemelor, aga cum este
definita in art. 2 din Conventia privind diversitatea biologica;

e) peisaj reprezintda o zona, asa cum este perceputd de oameni, al carei
caracter este rezultatul actiunii si interactiunii factorilor naturali si/sau umani
definiti in capitolul |, art. 1 din Conventia europeana a peisajului (20 octombrie
2000, Florenta, ltalia);

f) diversitatea peisagistica reprezinta expresia formala a numeroaselor relatii
existente intr-o perioada data intre individ sau societate si un teritoriu definit
topografic, ca rezultat al actiunii, in timp, a factorilor naturali $i umani i o
combinatie a ambilor (Proiectul de recomandare a Consiliului Europei privind
conservarea integratd a zonelor peisagistice culturale ca parte a politicilor
referitoare la peisaj).
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Articolul 3

Zona in care se aplica prezentul protocol este Marea Neagra pana la nord
de Capul Kalagra si Capul Dalyan, apa, fundul marii, subsolul pana la
limita apelor dulci. De asemenea, sunt incluse:

d) Marea Azov, ca parte a bazinului Marii Negre, de o mare importanta

pentru conservarea biodiversitatii si a peisajelor;

e) zonele costiere desemnate de fiecare parte contractanta, inclusiv zonele

umede.

Articolul 4

1.

Fiecare parte contractanta ia toate masurile necesare pentru:

a) protejarea, conservarea, imbunatatirea si gestionarea intr-un mod
durabil si ecologic rational a zonelor cu o valoare biologica sau
peisagistica speciald, mai ales prin crearea unor arii protejate in
conformitate cu procedura din anexa 1;

b) asigurarea faptului cad speciile din zona de aplicare a prezentului
protocol sunt mentinute intr-o stare de conservare favorabild, iar
habitatele nu sunt perturbate;

c) asigurarea faptului ca speciile importante din punct de vedere
economic, in special resursele marine vii, sunt folosite durabil;

d) restaurarea si reabilitarea zonelor deteriorate, caracterizate anterior
printr-o mare biodiversitate si valoare peisagistica;

e) restaurarea si mentinerea in bune conditi a peisajelor cu valoare
naturala, istorica, culturala si estetica.

Partile contractante identifica si realizeaza inventare ale componentelor
diversitatii biologice si peisagistice in zona de aplicare a prezentului
protocol si identifica acele componente importante pentru conservarea si
utilizarea lor durabild in termen de trei ani de la intrarea Tn vigoare a
prezentului protocol.

Partile contractante adopta o Listd a speciilor importante pentru Marea
Neagra care ar putea fi amenintate sau importante prin rolul lor in
functionarea ecosistemului sau cu alte semnificatii pentru regiune, de
preferinta in termen de trei ani de la intrarea in vigoare a prezentului
protocol. O astfel de lista va forma anexa 2 la prezentul protocol si va face
obiectul unor masuri speciale, precum cele descrise in anexa 3.

Partile contractante adopta o lista a peisajelor si habitatelor de importanta
pentru Marea Neagra in pericol de a fi distruse sau importante prin natura
lor, valoarea lor culturala si istorica care constltwe o} mo§temre naturala,
istorica si culturalda sau care au alte semnificatii-pentru regiunea Marii
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Negre, de preferintd in termen de trei ani de la intrarea in vigoare a
prezentului protocol.

5. Partile contractante actioneaza, direct sau in cooperare cu organizatii
internationale competente si in conformitate cu alte protocoale la prezenta
conventie, in vederea conservarii si utilizarii durabile a diversitatii biologice
si peisagistice.

6. Partile contractante elaboreaza si cad de acord asupra Planului strategic
de actiune privind biodiversitatea Marii Negre si asupra Protocolului
privind conservarea habitatelor in termen de trei ani de la intrarea in
vigoare a prezentului protocol, care va fi revizuit la fiecare cinci ani.

7. Pe baza Planului strategic de actiune privind biodiversitatea Marii Negre si
a Protocolului privind conservarea peisajelor, partile contractante adopta
strategii, planuri nationale si/sau programe pentru conservarea diversitatii
biologice si peisagistice si pentru utilizarea durabild a resurselor biologice
si peisagistice marine si costiere si le integreaza in politicile lor nationale
sectoriale si intersectoriale.

Articolul 5

1. Partile contractante iau toate masurile corespunzatoare pentru a reglementa
introducerea intentionatd si pentru a preveni introducerea accidentala a
speciilor neindigene sau a organismelor modificate genetic in flora si fauna
salbatica si pentru a le interzice pe cele care pot avea un impact negativ
asupra ecosistemelor, habitatelor sau speciilor din zona de aplicare a
prezentului protocol.

2. Partile contractante vor depune eforturi sa pund in aplicare toate masurile
adecvate pentru eradicarea sau reducerea la un nivel acceptabil a speciilor
care au fost deja introduse, daca se constata ca aceste specii cauzeaza sau
pot cauza distrugerea ecosistemelor, peisajelor, habitatelor sau a speciilor din
zona de aplicare a prezentului protocol.

Articolul 6

In procesul de planificare care conduce la decizii asupra proiectelor si
activitatilor care pot afecta semnificativ speciile si habitatele lor, zonele
protejate, in special zonele marine extrem de sensibile, si peisajele, partile
contractante evalueaza si iau in considerare posibilul impact direct sau
indirect, imediat sau pe termen lung, inclusiv impactul cumuiativ al proiectelor
si activitatilor preconizate in conformitate cu criteriile si obiectivele care
urmeaza sa fie dezvoltate la nivel regional si convenite in temeiul conventiei
si al experientei internationale Tn materie, de exemplu Conventia privind
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evaluarea impactului asupra mediului in context transfrontalier (25 februarie
1991, Espoo, Finlanda).

Articolul 7

Partile contractante incurajeaza introducerea interactiunii intersectoriale la
nivel regional si national prin introducerea principiilor si dezvoltarea
instrumentelor legale de management integrat al zonei costiere, cautand
metodele de folosire durabila a resurselor naturale si de promovare in zona
costiera a unor activitati antropice care sa respecte mediul.

Articolul 8

1.

La aplicarea prezentului protocol, partile contractante iau in considerare
modul traditional de existenta si activitatile culturale ale comunitatilor locale.
Acestea pot acorda exceptii de la masurile de protectie si conservare, daca
este necesar si daca este cazul, pentru a indeplini aceste cerinte. Nici o
exceptie nu este permisa in urmatoarele cazuri:

a) punerea in pericol a intretinerii peisajelor cu valoare estetica pronuntata
sau a ecosistemelor protejate in temeiul prezentului protocol sau a
proceselor biologice care contribuie la intretinerea acestor ecosisteme;

b) reducerea substantiala a numarului de indivizi care alcatuiesc populatiile
speciilor de flora si fauna, in special ale speciilor amenintate, migratoare
sau endemice, distrugerea habitatelor lor sau a peisajelor, in special a
celor cu importanta regional3;

c¢) distrugerea ireversibild a peisajelor care constituie o mostenire naturala,
culturala, istorica sau estetica de importanta pentru Marea Neagra.

2. O parte contractanta care acorda exceptii de la masurile de protectie
informeaza celelalte parti contractante ca atare, in decurs de o luna.

Articolul 9

1. Partile contractante vor depune eforturi sa informeze publicul (populatia)
despre valoarea zonelor, speciilor si peisajelor protejate si asigura o
publicitate corespunzatoare stabilirii acestor zone si reglementari cu privire la
acestea.

2. Partile contractante vor depune eforturi, de asemenea, sa promoveze

participarea tuturor factorilor de decizie, inclusiv a publicului, la masurile
necesare pentru protejarea zonelor, speciilor si peisajelor in cauza, inclusiv
evaluarea impactului asupra mediului.




3. Partile contractante vor depune eforturi sa furnizeze informatii cu privire la
prezentul protocol si aspecte conexe prin programe adecvate de educare si
constientizare a publicului.

Articolul 10

1. Partile contractante coopereaza la realizarea cercetarii stiintifice destinate
protejarii $i conservarii diversitatii biologice si peisagistice a Marii Negre si
intreprind, daca este posibil, programe si proiecte comune de cercetare
stiintifica si schimburi de date stiintifice si informatii relevante, asa cum este
prevazut in art. XV din conventie.

2. Organismele subsidiare ale Comisiei, respectiv Grupul consultativ pentru
conservarea diversitatii biologice si Grupul consultativ pentru dezvoltarea
metodologiei comune pentru managementul integrat al zonei costiere, in
cooperare cu autoritatile nationale competente de la Marea Neagra sunt
rdspunzatoare de activitatile stiintifice si de monitorizarea si evaluarea in
domeniul diversitatii biologice si peisagistice, delegand coordonarea muncii
lor centrelor de activitate corespunzatoare, respectiv Batumi, Georgia si
Krasnodar, Federatia Rusa.

3. Partile contractante invita organizatiile interguvernamentale sa coopereze cu
partile contractante si/sau cu Comisia prin pregatirea si aplicarea programelor
si a proiectelor specifice, in vederea atingerii obiectivelor protocolului.

Articolul 11

1. Partile contractante sunt raspunzitoare de indeplinirea obligatiilor lor
internationale cu privire la protectia si conservarea diversitatii biologice si
peisagistice a Marii Negre.

2. Fiecare parte contractantda adoptd norme si reglementari cu privire la
raspunderea pentru daunele aduse de persoane fizice sau juridice diversitatii
biologice si peisagistice a Marii Negre in zone in care aceasta isi exercita
suveranitatea, drepturile suverane sau jurisdictia, in conformitate cu dreptul
international.

3. Partile contractante faciliteazd orice actiune sau procedura juridica, in
conformitate cu sistemele lor juridice, in scopul compensarii prompte si
adecvate sau a altei reparati a daunelor cauzate de poluare sau de
activitatile umane asupra diversitatii biologice si pelsaglstlce a Marii Negre, de
catre persoane juridice sau fizice aflate sub j juri




4. Partile contractante coopereaza pentru dezvoltarea si armonizarea

dispozitilor lor legale, de reglementare si a procedurilor lor legate de
raspunderea, evaluarea si compensarea pagubelor cauzate de activitatile
umane si/sau poluarea mediului marin al Marii Negre, pentru asigurarea celui
mai Tnalt grad de prevenire si protectie a diversitatii biologice si peisagistice a
Marii Negre ca intreg.

Articolul 12

Fiecare parte contractanta trebuie sa asigure, in acord cu capacitatile ei,
sprijin financiar si stimulente pentru acele activitati nationale/regionale care
vizeaza realizarea obiectivelor prezentului protocol, in conformitate cu
planurile, prioritatile si programele lor nationale.

Articolul 13

Comisia, impreuna cu secretariatul ei permanent, promoveaza punerea in
aplicare a prezentului protocol, informeaza pariile contractante cu privire la
activitatea sa si emite recomandari privind masurile necesare pentru
realizarea obiectivelor prezentului protocol, in conformitate cu procedurile
stabilite in art. XVII, XVIIi, XIX din conventie.

2. Comisia raporteaza la fiecare cinci ani cu privire la starea diversitatii biologice
si peisagistice si la eficacitatea masurilor intreprinse pentru conservarea si
gestionarea lor, cu ocazia reuniunii partilor contractante, pe baza unei forme
de raportare aleasa de comun acord.

Articolul 14
Adoptarea oricaror modificari ale articolelor si ale anexelor la prezentul
protocol se face in conformitate cu procedurile stabilite in art. XX si XXI din
conventie.

Articolul 15

1. Nici o dispozitie a prezentului protocol si nici un alt act adoptat in baza

prezentului protocol nu aduce atingere drepturilor si revendicarilor prezente si
viitoare ale oricarui stat, care tin de dreptul international, in special naturii si
extinderii zonelor marine, delimitarii zonelor marine dintre state, cu zone
costiere opuse sau adiacente, libertatii navigatiei in largul marii, drepturilor si
modalitétilor de trecere prin strémtorile utilizate pentru navigatia

statului de pavullon sau a statului de port.




2. Nici o actiune sau activitate Tntreprinsd in baza prezentului protocol nu
constituie motiv de revendicare, contestare sau disputare a oricaror
revendicari ale suveranitatii sau jurisdictiei nationale.

3. Fiecare parte contractanta aplica masurile prevazute in prezentul protocol,
fara a aduce atingere suveranitatii sau jurisdictiei altor parti sau altor state.
Orice masuri adoptate de o parte contractanta pentru aplicarea acestor
masuri trebuie sa fie in conformitate cu legislatia internationala.

Articolul 16
Adoptarea, semnarea, ratificarea, acceptarea, aprobarea, aderarea, intrarea
in vigoare si denuntarea protocolului trebuie sa respecte procedurile
continute Tn art. XXVI, XXVIII, XXIX, XXX din prezenta conventie.

Articolul 17

Nici o rezerva nu poate fi facuta la prezentul protocol.

Articolul 18

Depozitarul prezentului protocol este Guvernul Romaniei.

Articolul 1
Obiectivul ariilor protejate este de a ocroti:

a) tipurile reprezentative de ecosisteme marine si costiere, zonele umede si
peisajele de marimi adecvate pentru asigurarea viabilitatii pe termen lung si
pentru mentinerea diversitatii biologice si peisagistice unice;

b) habitatele, biocenozele, ecosistemele sau peisajele care sunt in pericol de
disparitie din aria lor naturala de distributie sau sunt distruse in Marea Neagra
sau care au o arie de distributie naturala redusa sau detin valori estetice;

c) habitatele esentiale pentru supravietuirea, reproducerea si refacerea speciilor
de flora si fauna amenintate;

d) siturile de importantd speciala datorita valorii lor stiintifice, estetice,
peisagistice, culturale sau educationale.

Articolul 2

1. Partile contractante elaboreaza criterii/linii directoare pentru identificarea
zonelor care indeplinesc obiectivul prevazut la art.1 din Anexa 1, in termen de
doi ani de la intrarea in vigoare a prezentului protocol.

2. Partile contractante alcatuiesc o lista a siturilor care respecta criteriile/liniile
directoare in termen de trei ani de la intrarea in vigoare a prezentului
protocol.

3. Fiecare parte contractantd stabileste ariile protejate pe baza evaluarii
riscurilor, a vulnerabilitatii si a prioritatii, folosind lista din anexa 1, art. 2, pct.

).

4. Daca aceste arii protejate propuse depasesc granitele a mai mult de o parte,
autoritatile competente a doua sau mai multor parti coopereaza cu privire la
masurile care trebuie adoptate.

Articolul 3

1. TIn conformitate cu sistemul juridic national, partile contractante iau toate
masurile necesare pentru asigurarea integritatii, durabilitati si dezvoltarii
ariilor protejate, si anume:

a) consolidarea aplicarii celorlalte protocoale la conventie si a_aftor tratate
relevante la care acestea sunt parti contractante;




b) interzicerea scufundarii sau a evacuarii deseurilor si a altor substante
care pot afecta direct sau indirect integritatea ariilor sau a speciilor
protejate;

c) reglementarea trecerii navelor, a oricaror opriri sau ancorari;

d) reglementarea sau interzicerea introducerii speciilor strdine sau a
speciilor modificate genetic;

e) reglementarea sau interzicerea oricdror activitati care presupun
explorarea sau modificarea solului sau explorarea subsolului partii de
uscat, a fundului marii sau a subsolului sau;

f) reglementarea oricaror activitati de cercetare stiinfifica;

g) reglementarea sau interzicerea pescuitului, vanatorii, prinderii de
animale si recoltarii plantelor sau a distrugerii lor, precum si a
comertului cu animale (sau cu parti din acestea) si plante (sau cu parti
din acestea) care provin din zonele protejate;

h) reglementarea si, daca este necesar, interzicerea, oricaror aitor
activitati sau fapte care pot dauna sau perturba speciile sau
ecosistemul, sau care pot afecta caracteristicile naturale sau culturale
ale ariei protejate

i) orice alta masura de ocrotire a proceselor biologice si ecologice,
precum gi a peisajelor;

j) Tn acest scop, pariile contractante trebuie sa prevada legislatia
adecvata pentru protejarea si consolidarea conservarii ariilor protejate.

Articolul 4

1. In cadrul politicilor si legislatiilor de mediu nationale, partile contractante
adopta toate masurile necesare pentru armonizarea masurilor de protectie a
mediului din arii protejate, inclusiv gestionarea ariilor protejate
transfrontaliere, coordonarea programelor de cercetare si monitorizare a
bazinului Marii Negre.

2. Aceste masuri trebuie sa includa pentru fiecare arie protejata:

a) dezvoltarea si adoptarea unui plan de gestionare in format standard;

b) un program de monitorizare regional integrat cuprinzator;

c) implicarea activa a comunitatilor locale atat in planificare, cat si in
implementare, inclusiv asistenta acordata localnicilor care pot fi afectati
de crearea unor astfel de arii;

d) adoptarea unor mecanisme financiare adecvate;

e) reglementarea activitatilor, inclusiv emiterea autorizatiilor;

f) instruirea personalului, precum si dezvoltarea unei infrastructuri
adecvate.




3. Partile contractante asigura ca planul national de contingenta sa incorporeze
masuri de reactie in caz de incidente care pot cauza distrugeri sau care pot

constitui 0 amenintare pentru aria protejata.

4. Dupa stabilirea zonelor sau peisajelor protejate, care acopera atat suprafete
de uscat, cat si suprafete marine, partile se straduiesc sa asigure
coordonarea administrarii i gestionarii ariei speciale protejate ca intreg.

Pollution (Bucharest Convention, 21 April 1992)

Recognising that in recent decades there have been significant human induced changes
in the biota and physico-chemical conditions of the Black Sea;

Concerned that threats to biodiversity, such as eutrophication, over-fishing, pollution
and introduction of non-native species continue;

Accepting the importance of pollution control in the Black Sea for the conservation of
biodiversity and the maintenance and restoration of ecosystem functions;

Recalling that under Article 13 of the Bucharest Convention when taking measures for
the prevention, reduction and control of pollution of the marine environment of the Black
Sea, the Contracting Parties are required to pay particular attention to avoiding harm to
marine life and living resources, in particular by changes to their habitats through fishing
and other legitimate uses of the sea;

Further recalling that
- Protocol on Protection of the Black Sea Marine Environment against Pollution

from Land-based Sources; ‘

- Protocol on Co-operation in Combating Pollution of the Black Sea Marine
Environment by Oil and Other Harmful Substances in Emergency Situations

- Protocol on the Protection of the Black Sea Marine Environment Against

Pollution by Dumping

are in force under the Convention on the Protection of the Black Sea Against Pollution

Recalling that in April 1993 the Environment Ministers from all six Black Sea countries
signed a common policy declaration (the Ministerial Declaration on Protection of the
Black Sea Against Pollution, Odessa, 1993) in which they agreed:

o To encourage the development of comprehensive and co-ordinated plans for

the restoration and conservation of biodiversity in the Black Sea in the spirit--- - -

of the Convention on Biological Diversity (June 5, 1992, Rio de Janeiro,
Brazil)

e To take appropriate measures for the restoration and conservation of
biodiversity in the Black Sea in the spirit of the Convention on Biological
Diversity (June 5, 1992, Rio de Janeiro, Brazil)

e To establish and improve nature conservation areas in the coastal zone of
each of the coastal states before 1996

Bearing in mind that all of the Black Sea countries have signed and ratified the
Convention on Biodiversity (June 5, 1992, Rio de Janeiro, Brazil);

Further bearing in mind that some of the Contracting Parties have also signed and
- ratified other relevant conventions and agreements, e.g. Convention on Wetlandsrgf




Iran), Convention on International Trade ir Endangered Species of Fauna and Flora
(CITES, March 3, 1973, Washington, USA), Convention on the Conservation of
European Wildlife and Natural Habitats (September 19, 1979, Bem, Switzerland),
Convention on Conservation of Migratory Species of Wild Animals (June 23,1979,
Bonn, Germany), Agreement on the Conservation of the Cetaceans of the Black Sea,
Mediterranean Sea and Contiguous Atlantic Area, November ( 24, 1996, Monaco,
European Landscape Convention (October 20, 2000, Florence, Italy) and Convention to
Combat Desertification (October 14, 1994, Paris),

Noting that Black Sea Governments are actively involved in implementation of the Pan
European Biodiversity and Landscape Strategy as last modified on July 9,1998

Reaffirming their commitment to the Strategic Action Plan for the Protection and
Rehabilitation of the Black Sea (Chapter B, 31 October 1996);

Accepting that concerted actions by all of the Black Sea coastal states and the states in
the basin of the Black Sea, they work in co-operation with, can counteract the multiple
threats to biological and landscape diversity;

Determined to make every effort to conserve Black Sea biological and landscape
diversity and its components sustainably and to maintain and where possible enhance
and restore its ecological health, and historical, cultural and aesthetic value;

Have agreed as follows:
Article 1

1. The purpose of this Protocol is to maintain the Black Sea ecosystem in the good
ecological state and its landscape in the favourable conditions, to protect, to
preserve and to sustainably manage the biological and landscape diversity of the
Black Sea in order to enrich the biological resources.

o

In conjunction with provisions of the Convention on the Protection of the Black
Sea against Pollution and other Protocols to this Convention, the Protocol is
intended to serve as a legal instrument for developing, harmonising and enforcing
necessary environmental policies, strategies and measures In preserving,
- protecting and  sustainably managing nature, historical, cultural and aesthetic
resources and heritage of the Black Sea states for present and future generations.

Article 2
For the purposes of this Protocol:

a) Convention means the Convention on the Protection of the Black Sea Against
Pollution (21 April 1992, Bucharest, Romania)

- b). Contracting Parties means the Contracting Parties to this Protocol

c) Commission means the Commission on the Protection of the Black Sea Against
Pollution




d) Biological diversity means variability among living organisms from all sources

including, inter alia, terrestrial, marine and other aquatic ecosystems and the
ecological complexes of which they are part; this includes diversity within species,
between species and of ecosystems as defined by Article 2 of the Convention on
Biological Diversity.

Landscape means an area, as perceived by people, whose character is the result of
the action and interaction of natural and/or human factors as defined in the Chapter [,
the article 1 of European Landscape Convention (October 20, 2000, Florence, Italy)

Landscape-Diversity means the formal expression of the numerous relations existing
in a given period between the individual or the society and a topographically defined
territory, the appearance of which is the result of the action, over time, of natural and
human factors and a combination of both.

Article 3

The area to which this Protocol applies shall be the area of the Black Sea to the north
of capes Kalagra and Dalyan, the waters, sea bed, subsoil up to the fresh water limits.

It also includes:
o The Sea of Azov as a part of the Black Sea Basin highly important for the
biodiversity and landscape conservation;

e The coastal zone designated by each Contracting Party, including wetlands.

Article 4

1. Each Contracting Party shall take all necessary measures to:

a) protect, preserve, improve and manage in a sustainable and environmentally
sound way areas of particular biological or landscape value, notably by the
establishment of protected areas according to the procedure in Annex 1

b) ensure that species occurring in the area to which this Protocol applies are
maintained at favourable conservation status and habitats close to undisturbed;

c) ensure that species of economic importance, especially living marine resources,
are used sustainably;

d) restore and rehabilitate damaged areas of previously high biodiversity and

landscape value;
e) restore and maintain in good conditions the landscape of high nature, historical,

cultural and aesthetic value;

2. The Contracting Parties shall identify and compile inventories of the components
of biological and landscape diversity in the area to which this Protocol applies
and identify those components important for their conservation and sustainable
use within three years of this Protocol coming into force.

The Contracting Parties shall adopt a List of Species of Black Sea Importance
That May Be Threatened, or Important by Reason of Their Role in' Ecosystem
Functioning or Other Significance for the Region preferably within thtee yéarsof -
this Protocol coming into force Such a list will form Annex II to this Protocol 2
will be subject to special measures as described in Annex Il

4. The Contracting Parties shall adopt a list of landscapes and habitats of the Black
Sea importance that may be destroyed, or important by their nature, cultural or
historical value that constitute the natural, historical and cultural heritage or
present other significance for the Black Sea region preferably within three years
of this Protocol coming into force.

5. The Contracting Parties shall act, directly or in co-operation with competent
international organisations and in ceristency with other Protocols to this
Convention, in the conservation and sustainable use of b1010g1cal and landscape

diversity.

6. The Contracting Parties shall produce and commonly agree on the Strategic
Action Plan for the Black Sea Biodiversity and Landscape Conservation Protocol
within three years of the Protocol coming into force which shall be reviewed
every five years

7. On the basis of the Strategic Action Plan for the Black Sea Biodiversity and
Landscape Conservation Protocol, the Contracting Parties shall adopt strategies,
national plans and/or programmes for the conservation of biological and
landscape diversity and the sustainable use of marine and coastal biological and
landscape resources and shall integrate them into their national sectoral and
intersectoral policies.

Article 5

1. The Contracting Parties shall take all appropriate measures to regulate an
intentional introduction and prevent an accidental introduction of non-indigenous
species or genetically modified organisms to the wild flora and fauna and prohibit -
those that may have harmful impacts on the ecosystems, habitats or species in the
area to which this Protocol applies.

2. The Contracting Parties shall endeavour to implement all appropriate measures to
eradicate or reduee to an possible level species that have alréady been introduced
when it appears that such species cause or are potentially causing damage to
ecosystems, landscapes, habitats or species in the area to which this Protocol

applies.
Article 6

In the planning process leading to decisions on projects and activities that could
significantly affect species and their habitats, protected areas, particularly sensitive
marine areas, and landscapes the Contracting Parties shall evaluate and take into
consideration the possible direct or indirect, immediate or long term impact,
including the cumulative impact of the projects and activities being contemplated
according criteria and objectives to be regionally developed and agreed pursuant to
the Convention and international experience in this matter, e.g. the Convention on
- Environmental Impact Assessment in a Transboundary Context (February 25, 1991,
Espoo, Finland).




Article 7

The Contracting Parties shall encourage introduction of intersectoral interaction on
regional and national levels through the introduction of the principles and
development of legal instrument of integrated coastal zone management seeking the
ways for sustainable use of natural resources and promotion of environmentally
friendly human activities in the coastal zone.

Article 8

1. In implementing this Protocol, the Contracting Parties shall take into account the
traditional subsistence and cultural activities of local communities. They may
grant exemptions from protection and conservation measures, as necessary, and
where appropriate, to meet such needs. No exemption which is allowed for this
reason shall:

a) endanger either maintenance of landscapes of high aesthetic value or the
ecosystems protected under this Protocol or the biological processes
contributing to the maintenance of those ecosystems;

b) cause a substantial reduction in the number of individuals making up the
populations of species of flora and fauna, in particular threatened, migratory or
endemic species, destruction of their habitats or landscapes, especially ones of
regional importance;

¢) cause an irreversible damage of the landscapes constituting the nature, cultural,
historical, or aesthetic heritage of the Black Sea importance.

2. A Contracting Party which grants exemptions from the protection measures shall
inform the other Contracting Parties accordingly, within one month period.

Article 9

‘1. The Contracting ‘Parties shall endeavour to inform the public of the value of
protected areas, species and landscapes and shall give appropriate publicity to the
establishment of these areas and regulations relating thereto.

o

The Contracting Parties shall also endeavour to promote the participation of all
stakeholders including their public in measures that are necessary for the
protection of the areas, species and landscapes concermned, including
environmental impact assessments.

3. The Contracting Parties shall endeavour to provide information on this Protocol
and related matters through appropriate education and public awareness
programmes.

Article 10

1. The Contracting Parties shall co-operate in conducting scientific research aimed at
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and shall undertake, where appropriate, joint programmes and projects of
scientific research, and exchange relevant scientific data and information as
provisioned in the Article XV of the Convention.

The subsidiary bodies of the Commission (the Advisory Group on the
Conservation of Biological Diversity and the Advisory Group on the
Development of Common Methodology for Integrated Coastal Zone
Management) in co-operation with the competent national authorities of the Black
Sea coastal states shall be responsible for scientific activities and monitoring and
assessment in the field of the biological and landscape diversity, delegating the

‘co-ordination of their work to the appropriate activity centres (Batumi, Georgia

and Krasnodar, the Russian Federation).

The Contracting Parties will invite intergovernmental organisations to co-operate
with the Contracting Parties and/or the Commission by preparing and
implementing specific programmes and projects, with a view to fulfilling the
objectives of the Protocol.

Article 11

1.

The Contracting Parties are responsible for the fulfilment of their international
obligations concerning the protection and conservation of the biological and
landscape diversity of the Black Sea.

Each Contracting Party shall adopt rules and regulations on the liability for
damage caused by natural or juridical persons to the biological and landscape
diversity of the Black Sea in areas where it exercises, in accordance with
international law, its sovereignty, sovereign rights or jurisdiction.

The Contracting Parties shall facilitate any legal action or procedure in
accordance with their legal systems aiming at prompt and adequate compensation
or other relief for damage caused by pollution or human activities to the
biological and landscape diversity of the Black Sea by natural or Jurldlcal persons
under their jurisdiction.. : e

The Contracting Parties shall co-operate in developing and harmonising their
laws, regulations and procedures relating to liability, assessment of and
compensation for damage caused by human activities and/or pollution of the
marine environment of the Black Sea, in order to ensure the highest degree of
deterrence and protection for the biological and landscape diversity of the Black
Sea as a whole.

Article 12

Each Contracting Party shall provide, in accordance with its capabilities, financial
support and incentives of those national/regional activities which are intended to
achieve the objectives of this Protocol, in accordance with their national plans,

_priorities and programs.




"~ Article 13

1. The Commission and its Permanent Secretariat shall promote the implementation
of this Protocol, inform the Contracting Parties of its work and make
recommendations on measures necessary for achieving the aims of this Protocol
according to the procedures established by Article XVII, XVIII, XIX of the

Convention.

2. The Commission shall report on the state of the biological and landscape diversity
and efficacy of undertaken measures to preserve and manage it to the Meeting of

the Contracting Parties on five years basis in a jointly agreed feporting format.

Article 14

Adoption of any amendments to the articles and amendments to the annexes of
the Protocol shall be made according to the procedures established by the Articles
XX and XXI of the Convention.

Article 15

1. Nothing in this Protocol nor any act adopted on the basis of this Protocol shall
prejudice the rights and the interests of any state in full compliance with the
international law, in particular, the nature and extent of marine areas, the
delimitation of marine areas between States, with opposite or adjacent coasts,
freedom of navigation on the high seas, the right and modalities of passage
through straits used for international navigation, as well as the nature and extent
of the jurisdiction of the Coastal State, the Flag-State and the Port State.

2. No act or activity undertaken on the basis of the Protocol shall constitute grounds
for claiming, contending or disputing any claims to national sovereignty,
sovereign rights or jurisdiction.

Each Contracting Party shall apply the measures provided for in this Protocol
‘without. prejudice to the sovereignty, sovereign rights or the jurisdiction of other
Contracting Parties or other States. Any measures taken by a Contracting Party to
enforce these measures shall be in accordance with international law.

Article 16

The depository of this Protocol shall be the Government of Romania.

Done on the fourteenth day of the month of June of two thousand and two, in Sofia,
Bulgaria in a single copy, in English, which shall be deposited with the depository.

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ANNEX 1
Protected Areas
Article 1
1. The objective of protected areas is to safeguard:

a) representative types of coastal and marine ecosystems, wetlands and landscapes
of adequate size to ensure their long-term viability and to maintain their unique
biological and landscape diversity

b) habitats, biocoenoses, ecosystems or landscapes which are in danger of
disappearing in their natural area of distribution or distraction in the Black Sea
or which have a reduced natural area of distribution or aesthetic values

c¢) habitats critical to the survival, reproduction and recovery of threatened species
of flora or fauna

d) sites of particular importance because of their scientific, aesthetic, landscape,
cultural or educational value

Article 2

1. The Contracting Parties shall produce criteria/guidelines for identifying areas that
meet the objective outlined in the Article]l Annex I within two years of this
Protocol coming into force.

2. The Contracting Parties shall compile a list of sites that meet their
criteria/guidelines within three years of this Protocol coming into force.

3. Each Contracting Party shall endeavour to establish protected areas on the basis
of risk assessment, vulnerability and priority using the list in Annex 1, 2.2.

4. Where such proposed protected areas fall within the boundaries of more than one
Party, the competent authorities of the two or more Parties shall co-operate on the
measures to be taken.

Arxticle 3

1. In accordance with their national legal system, the Contracting Parties shall take
all necessary measures to ensure the integrity, sustainability and development of
protected areas, namely:

a) the strengthening of the application of the other Protocols to the Convention
and of other relevant treaties to which they are Contracting Parties

b)  the prohibition of the dumping or discharge of wastes and other substances
likely directly or indirectly to impair the integrity of the protected area or
species

¢) the regulation of the passage of ships, any stopping or anchoring -

the .regulation or prohibition of any activity involving the exploration or
modification of the soil or the exploration of the subsoil of the land part, the
seabed or its subsoil

harvesting of plants or their destruction, as well as trade in animals (or parts
thereof) and plants (or parts thereof) which originate in protected areas

to this end, the Contracting Parties shall provide appropriate legislation to
protect and enforce protection of protected areas.

1. Within their national environmental legislation and policies, the Contracting
Parties shall take all necessary steps for harmonisation of environmental
protection measures in protected areas, including management of transboundary
protected areas, co-ordinated research and monitoring programs in the Black Sea
basin.

2. Such measures should include for each protected area:

the development and adoption of a management plan to a standard format

a comprehensive integrated regional monitoring programme

the active involvement of local communities in both planning and
mmplementation, including assistance to local inhabitants who might be
affected by the establishment of such areas

adoption of appropriate financial mechanisms

the regulation of activities including the issuing of permits

training of staff as well as the development of appropriate infrastructure.

3. The Contracting Parties shall ensure that national contingency plans incorporate
measures for responding to incidents that could cause damage or constitute a
threat to the protected area.

4. When protected areas or landscapes covering both land and marine areas have
been established, the Contracting Parties shall endeavour to ensure the co-
ordination of the administration and management of the specially protected area as
a whole.

ANNEX 3
Conservation of Species and Management of Their Habitats

Article 1

1 The Contracting Parties shall manage species of flora and fauna with the aim of
maintaining them at favourable conservation status.

2 The Contracting Parties shall compile lists of threatened species of flora and
fauna and species critical to ecosystem functioning and accord protected status to
such species within three years of the coming into force of this Protocol.

3 The Contracting Parties shall regulate, and where appropriate, prohibit activities
having adverse effects on such species or their habitats and carry out
management, planning and other measures to ensure favourable conservation
status for such species.

4 With respect to protected species of fauna, the Contracting Parties shall control
and where appropriate prohibit:

a) the taking, possession or killing, the commercial trade, the transport and the
exhibition for commercial purposes of these species, their eggs, parts or

products
b) the disturbance of wild fauna, particularly during breeding, hibemation or
migration, as well as other periods of biological stress.

5 The Contracting Parties shall co-ordinate their efforts through bilateral or
multilateral action including, if necessary, through agreements for the protection
and recovery of migratory species whose range extends into the area to which this

Protocol applies.

6 With respect to protected species of flora and their parts and products, the
Contracting Parties shall regulate and where appropriate prohibit all forms of
destruction and disturbance, including the picking, collecting, cutting, uprooting,
possession of, commercial trade in or transport and exhibition for commercial
purposes of such species.

7 The Contracting Parties shall endeavour, directly or through the Advisory Group
on the Conservation of Biodiversity in the Black Sea, to consult with range states
that are not Contracting Parties to the Protocol, with a view to co-ordinating their
efforts to manage and protect species on Annex 2.

Article 2

1. The Contracting Parties shall adopt co-operative measures to ensure the
protection, conservation and improvement of the flora and fauna listed in Annex

2 to this Protocol relating to the list of threatened species. . The list. shall be -

- -revised shall be every five years and within three years of this Protocol coming
into force.

The Contracting Parties shall ensure the maximum possible protection and
recovery of the species of flora and fauna listed in Annex 2 by adopting at the
national level the measures provided for in Annex 3, Articles 4 and 6 of this

Protocol.

The Contracting Parties shall prohibit the destruction of and damage to the
habitats of species listed in Annex 2, and shall formulate and implement action
plans for their conservation or recovery.

When the habitats of a threatened species extends to both sides of a national
frontier or of the limit that separate the territories or the areas subject to the
sovereignty or the national jurisdiction of the Contracting Parties to the Protocol,
these Contracting Parties shall co-operate with a view to ensuring the protection
and conservation, and, if necessary, the recovery of such species.

Provided that no other satisfactory solutions are available and that the exemption
does not harm the survival of the population or of any other species, Contracting
the Parties may grant exemptions to the prohibitions prescribed for the protection
of the species listed in Annex 2 to this Protocol for scientific, educational or
management purposes necessary to ensure the survival of the species or to
prevent significant damage. Such exemptions shall be notified to the Contracting

Parties.

Article 3

1.

The Contracting Parties shall adopt a list of Species Whose Exploitation Should
Be Regulated in order to ensure that the use of these components of biodiversity
is sustainable. This list shall comprise Annex 4 of this Protocol within three years
of this Protocol coming into force and shall be revised on five years basis.

The Contracting Parties, in co-operation with competent intemnational
organizations, shall take all appropriate measures to ensure the conservation:of
the species listed in Annex 4 relating to the List of Species Whose Exploitation

“Should Be Regulated while at the same time regulating and authorising the

exploitation of these species so as to ensure and maintain favourable conservation
status.

For those species which are not in a favourable conservation status, the
Contracting Parties shall agree and put in place recovery plans.
