THE SENATE OF ROMANIA
160 years
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he Senate of Romania, as a fundamental institution and basic component of the

political organization system of the Romanian society, came into being, estab-

lished and consolidated itself as an inseparable element of parliamentarianism
in the national public space and in international relations, in a historical process against
the background of the development and modernization of the country in the last two
centuries and its reintegration into the European concert.

The introduction of the bicameral parliament, which functioned at a time when the
monarchical principle was prevalent and overcame both legislative and executive powers
through the prerogatives of the Sovereign, led, despite some limitations on repre-
sentativeness (preservation of the census suffrage system), to positive accumulations
over time, paving the way for the extension of the model of representative democracy
found in the 1923 Constitution.

The completion of the Country Project, the creation of the unitary national state, also
marked the beginning of a tumultuous phase of political, economic, social and cultural
change for the country’s parliamentary system. The conclusion of wide-ranging
and in-depth debates with the major objective of reorganising the functioning of the
political and administrative structures of the Greater Romania, the elaboration of
national policies, the functioning of the multi-party system and the participation of
citizens in the life of the country were ensured with the adoption of a new Constitution.

Romania’s Senate played a key role in the constitutional and legislative consecration
of the Act of the Great Union of 1 December 1918 and the return of the historic provinces
to the Mother Country: Bessarabia, Bukovina and Transylvania. During 1920, the Upper
Chamber also ratified the Paris Peace Treaties, which gave international recognition
to the borders and territorial integrity of the Romanian state.

The 1923 Constitution confirmed the changes made in 1917 and added new elements
concerning: the replacement of the census suffrage system with universal suffrage (only
for male citizens), the separation of powers in the state, the election of senators, the
category of senators by law, etc. The Senate was to become a representative body for the
political, military, legal, cultural and religious elites.

Introducerea parlamentului bicameral ce a functionat in conditiile in care principiul
monarhic era prevalent si surmonta prin prerogativele Suveranului atat puterea legislativd,
cat si puterea executiva a condus, in pofida unor limitari la nivelul reprezentativitatii
(pastrarea sistemului de vot cenzitar), laacumuldri pozitive in timp, pregatind extinderea
modelului democratiei reprezentative regdsite in Constitutia din 1923.

Desavarsirea Proiectului de tard, faurirea statului national unitar au constituit si
pentru sistemul parlamentar al tarii intrarea intr-o tumultuoasd etapa de prefaceri poli-
tice, economico-sociale si culturale. Finalizarea dezbaterilor ample si profunde avand
ca obiectiv major reorganizarea modului de functionare a structurilor politice si
administrative ale Romaniei reintregite, elaborarea politicilor nationale, functionarea
regimului pluripartidist si participarea cetatenilor la viata cetatii s-au asigurat odata
cu adoptarea unei noi Constitutii.

Senatul Romaniei a avut un rol determinant in privinta consacrarii constitutionale si
legislative a Actului Marii Uniri de la 1 decembrie 1918 si a revenirii la Patria mama
a provinciilor istorice: Basarabia, Bucovina si Transilvania. De asemenea, Camera Supe-
rioard a procedat pe parcursul anului 1920 la ratificarea tratatelor de pace de la Paris
prin care se obtinea recunoasterea internationala a frontierelor si a integritatii teritoriale
a statului roman.

Constitutia din 1923 confirma modificarile efectuate in 1917 si adduga noi elemente
privind: inlocuirea sistemului cenzitar cu votul universal (doar pentru cetdtenii de sex
masculin), separarea puterilor in stat, alegerea senatorilor, categoria senatorilor de drept
etc. Senatul tindea sa devind un organism reprezentativ pentru elitele politice, militare,
juridice, culturale si religioase.



The electoral reform, coupled with the adoption of a new Fundamental Pact (1923),
the drafting and promotion of organic laws, which established new regulations and
norms in the Romanian democratic system, and the amendment of the regulations
governing the functioning of the two chambers (1920-1925 and later) gave Parliament in
general and the Senate in particular the fundamental, inalienable, sovereign attributes
of legislative power in the state.

The local democracy in the interwar period, besides the important gains brought by
the Western modernization processes, also faced a series of negative aspects, delays,
shortcomings and deficiencies, some of them inherited from the past, others due to the
new European realities after the Great War. In this respect, against the backdrop
of political and governmental crises, a series of manifestations of an authoritarian
and totalitarian nature flourished, leading to the unleashing of a wave of violence
and repression, which violated the fundamental rights of citizens and led to a weakening
of the democratic regime.

On 10 February 1838, the monarchical regime of King Carol II was established, which
de facto sanctioned the liquidation of the multi-party democratic regime and the
subordination of state institutions to royal power.

This was the moment of the end of a historical journey that began with the reign
of Alexandru Ioan Cuza, in which the democratization of Romanian society made nota-
ble progress and failed during the reign of Carol II in a regime of personal authority.

The last elected parliament was in June 1939.

Reforma electorald corelatd cu adoptarea unui nou Pact fundamental (1923), elaborarea

Democratia autohtona din perioada interbelica, pe langa castigurile importante aduse
de procesele de modernizare de tip occidental, s-a confruntat si cu o serie de aspecte nega-
tive, intarzieri, carente si deficiente, unele dintre ele mostenite din trecut, altele datorate
noilor realitati europene de dupa Marele Riazboi. In acest sens, pe fondul crizelor politice
si guvernamentale au inflorit o serie de manifestari cu caracter autoritar si totalitar care
au condus la declansarea unui val de violente si represiuni, care au incdlcat drepturile
fundamentale ale cetdteanului, fragilizand regimul democratic.

La 10 februarie 1938 s-a instaurat regimul de autoritate monarhica a regelui
Carol al II-lea, care a consacrat de facto lichidarea regimului democratic pluripartidist
si subordonarea institutiilor statului puterii regale.

Acesta a fost momentul incheierii unui parcurs istoric inceput cu domnia lui Alexandru
Toan Cuza, in care democratizarea societdtii romanesti a realizat progrese notabile,
pentru a esua in timpul domniei lui Carol al II-lea intr-un regim de autoritate personala.
Ultimul parlament ales a fost in iunie 1939.

n urma cu 160 de ani, domnitorul Alexandru Ioan Cuza a dat curs unui efort eman-

cipator, de ordin reprezentativ si legislativ, prin care a luat act de hotararile

Adunarilor (Divanurile ad-hoc) ale Principatelor Unite al Moldovei si Tarii Romanesti
si ale Conferintei de la Paris (30 martie 1856).

Domnitorul Cuza a luat initiativa elabordrii unui
Proiect de Constitutie (Statutul Dezvoltdtor al Conventiei de la Paris), care a fost aprobata
prin referendumul din mai 1864 si promulgata la 2/14 iulie acelasi an. Parlamentul tdrii
a devenit bicameral. Se instituiau Adunarea Electivd (Camera Deputatilor) si Camera
Ponderatoare (Senat). Statutul Dezvoltdtor a ramas in vigoare pana in iunie 1866, cand
a fost adoptata prima Constitutie a Romaniei.

years ago, ruler Alexandru Ioan Cuza launched an emancipatory,

Assemblies (Ad hoc Divans) of the United Principalities of Moldavia
and Wallachia and of the Paris Conference (30 March 1856). The Convention established
the sociopolitical and administrative status of the respective Principalities, as well as
the method of electing a modern and representative Elective Assembly. The ruler Cuza
took the initiative to draw up a Draft Constitution (the Developement Statute of the Paris
Convention), which was approved by referendum in May 1864 and promulgated on 2/14
July of the same year. The country’s parliament became bicameral. The Elective Assembly
(Chamber of Deputies) and the Weighting Chamber (Senate) were established. The
Development Statute remained in force until June 1866 when Romania’s first Constitution
was adopted.

fter the abdication of Alexandru Ioan Cuza and the enthronement of
Prince Carol I of Hohenzollern-Sigmaringen, the new Constitution
established the principle of direct and legitimate hereditary monarchy of
the new ruler and the powers of the state, emanating from the nation, were
exercised “by delegation” according to constitutional principles. Legislative power
was exercised collectively by the ruler and the national representation. The latter
was organized in two Chambers: the Assembly of Representatives and the Senate.

n event of overwhelming historical importance was the achievement of the

country’s state independence. On 9 May 1877, Foreign Minister Mihail

Kogalniceanu read the Declaration of Independence at the sittings of the two
Chambers. At the Senate session Kogalniceanu said: “We declare clearly that from now on
we expect an independent life, a life of our own. (....) We intend, however, to do our utmost
to ensure that your votes, that the voice of the country be presented to Europe on the day
when it will take up the treaty. When the peace treaty is concluded, Romania will find itself
in front of Europe with a situation of its own making.” The motion submitted for approval
was unanimously approved by the 32 members. With this, the highest legislative body of
the country definitively consecrated the act of independence, instructing the Government
to do everything possible to ensure that independence is recognized and guaranteed
by the Great Powers.

The culminating moment
of this course of events was the coronation of King Ferdinand I and Queen Marie as
sovereigns of the reunited Romania during the celebrations in Alba Iulia in 1922.

n 28 February 1938 a new Constitution was adopted which

institutionalized the monarchical regime. Senators were

appointed by the King and had to “meet the general
conditions of obligation for this body”. In accordance with the
constitutional provisions, the National Renaissance Front, a single
party led by the King who proposed single lists, was established. The
Constitution provided that any political activity other than that of
the National Renaissance Front was considered clandestine. The
lists of candidates were approved by the King, after the elections
were over, the new parliamentarians were obliged to swear devotion
to the Sovereign. Leaders of political parties who refused to recognize
the Constitution were stripped of their status as senators in their
own right.

A year later, in 2005, the Senate moved permanently
to the Palace of Parliament, consolidating the building’s status as the headquarters of
the Parliament of Romania.

he story of the old streets of the Uranus district is recreated

in the form of a garden that offers a unique visual represen-

tation, an entire maze of two-meter high hedges representing
12 of the existing streets on this site, and the footprint of the houses
is reproduced through a unique landscape architecture. In this
respect, a new variety of tulip was used, specially created with the
support of the Embassy of the Kingdom of the Netherlands in
Romania for the project “Senate Gardens - Uranus Memorial’, called
the Uranus tulip.
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atada Senatului este un exemplu impresionant de arhi-

tecturd, imbogatita cu simboluri profunde. Cinci arcuri

centrale, numite ,Porti romanesti’, reflecta traditiile si istoria
Romaniei.

These ancestral symbols are found in various
artefacts from Romania’s prehistory;, demonstrating a deep connection
with the spirituality and values of our ancestors. The fagade of the
Senate thus becomes a mirror of our spiritual journey, a place of
hope and infinite potential.
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ozaicul ,Axis Mundi” este o caldtorie fascinantd prin

simbolurile strivechi ale culturii romanesti. In centrul

mozaicului, un punct stralucitor reprezintd samanta
copacului vietii, simbol al puterii si al vietii vesnice. Stejarul, cu
raddcinile sale adanci in pamant si coroana sa ridicatd spre soare,
simbolizeazd comunicarea dintre cele trei niveluri.

In the central area of the hall is a circular mosaic. Clad in white
Ruschita marble, the columns are carved with floral motifs
inspired by church architecture, reinforcing the idea of balance
and harmony.

Climbing the steps, the visitor is taken on a symbolic journey
from the duality of the material world to the perfection of divine
creation and the harmony of the universe.

The decoration is in the classical
style, with stylized ornamental elements, which are found both in
the finish of the walls, where cherry wood was used, and in the
ceiling elements. The room covers 360 m? and is 1 meters high.
Flooring: made of parquet flooring of several species: oak,
sycamore, mahogany, with perimeter edging with decorative
elements with combinations of these species.
Ceiling: It is made of plaster with floral rosettes that mark the
position of the chandeliers made of Medias crystal on a brass structure.
For this space, handmade carpets have been made with floral
elements taken from the decorative elements used for the walls
and ceiling.

The main architectural feature of the room is the combination of
different essences to make the floor, more precisely: oak, sycamore,
mahogany with a perimeter border. The plinth area, from floor level
to the height of the parapet, is made of Ruschita marble. The ceiling
is plaster with patinated geometric and floral decorative elements
and gilded accents, and the ornaments on the walls are painted in
warm, pastel, patinated colors. The furniture of the hall includes an
oval, white, wooden table, the decorative elements being patinated.
This table is made in sections, and the top is padded with garnet-col-
ored leather that marks these segments. The seats are white, too,
with the garnet-colored plush upholstery.

he Senate Library is a specialized library, part of the network

of parliamentary libraries, whose main mission is to support

parliamentary activity and provide information and docu-
mentary support to parliamentarians, officials of the institution and
Senate staff.

The library’s collections focus on the fields of legal science,
political science, sociology, philosophy, history, etc. In the “Europa”
reading room, the library provides its users with: Romanian news-
papers, Romanian and foreign specialized magazines, law collec-
tions (Official Gazettes); Organic Regulations, General Code of
Romania - “Hamangiu Code” (1862-1942), Constitutions of all
countries of the world (in English and in the language of the country
concerned), reference works (encyclopedias, dictionaries, atlases,
guides) from Romania and abroad, statistical yearbooks, etc.

Senate of Romania Plenary Hall -
King Michael |

he Plenary Hall of the Senate of Romania is located in the

centre of the Palace of Parliament, at the intersection of

the major axes of symmetry of the building and between
the two interior gardens.

Daylight also penetrates through the large glass dome that
covers the entire hall. The artificial lighting of the floodlight
dome provides the necessary light for the work of the senators in
the plenary hall.

The green marble columns and pilasters are square or
rectangular in cross-section with vertical ornamental profiles in
beige marble.

A monumental backdrop of green marble surrounds the
presidium set two meters above the entrance level. Through a
special architectural concept, the presidium creates one of
the major elements of sculpted furniture in the hall. It is made
of walnut wood in a skilful combination of walnut root and straight
grain walnut veneer.
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Pardoseala este realizatd din gradene curbe pentru asezarea
mobilierului astfel incat sa se obtina o vizibilitate optima din
orice punct al salii.

Este cel
mai precis ceas din tard, potrivit direct, prin statia de referinta din
Greenwich, de la Big Ben-ul din Londra, si are o eroare de doar
2 secunde la 2 0oo de ani. Este amplasat pe peretele din spatele
Salii de plen si a fost montat acolo in anul 2004.

The flooring is made of curved steps to place the furniture so

as to obtain optimal visibility from any point of the room.

The wall behind the presidium is clad entirely in green marble
with ornamental beige marble profiles. The pillars supporting
the balcony in the two side areas and their parapet are also clad
in marble.

In the central area of the ceiling there is a dome made of a

decorative inner part of various colored glass (green, blue, yellow)
mounted on metal frames with decorative elements.

In the four corners of the hall there are chandeliers made of
crystal from Medias.

The furniture, both in the hall and in the presidium, is made
of wood veneered with walnut essence. The chairs and armchairs
are upholstered in green Cordoba leather.

There is also an atomic clock in the Senate plenary hall. It is
the most accurate clock in the country, is matched directly by the
Greenwich Reference Station at Big Ben in London and has an
error of just 2 seconds per 2 0oo years. It is located on the wall
behind the plenary hall and was installed there in 2004.
