respectively

The Government of Romania and the Government of Montenegro, hereinafter
referred to as the “Contracting Parties”,

Considering the proclamation of independence of the Republic of Montenegro,

Taking into consideration that, following the fundamental political and economical
changes it is necessary to clarify the legal bilateral framework between the two states,

Wishing to consolidate and further develop the relations of friendship and
cooperation between Romania and Montenegro,

Have agreed on the following:

Article 1
The bilateral treaties listed in the Annex to the present Protoco!, concluded at State
and Governmental level respectively, are in force between Romania and Montenegro.

Article 2
The bilateral treaties between the Romanian People’s Republic/Socialist Republic of
Romania/Romania and the Federal People’s Republic of Yugoslavia/Socialist Federal
Republic of Yugoslavia/Federal Republic of Yugoslavia/State Union of Serbia and
Montenegro, concluded at State and Governmental level respectively, which are not
listed in the Annex to the present Protocol, are not in force between Romania and
Montenegro. '

Article 3
The Annex constitutes an integral part of this Protocol.

Article 4
The present Protocol shall enter into force on the date of the receipt of the last written
notification, through diplomatic channels, by which the Contracting Parties inform
each other of the fulfiiment of the internal legal procedures, necessary for the entry
into force of the present Protocol.
