Subliniind necesitatea dezvoltarii cooperérii In domeniul apararii aeriene si
al apdririi antirachetd intre statele membre ale Organizatiei Tratatului Atlanticului
de Nord, numita in continuare NATO,

Tinand cont de responsabilitatile subsumate Sistemului Integrat de Aparare
Aeriand si Antiracheta NATO, numit in continuare NATINAMDS, si luind in
considerare prevederile referitoare la politia aeriand ale legislatiei relevante din
Romania si Republica Bulgaria,

Avand in vedere dorinta de a inlesni participarea unui stat tert membru
NATO, bazati pe consimtdmantul de a participa la operatii transfrontaliere de
politie aeriand, in timp ce se afld pe teritoriul Romaniei sau al Republicii Bulgaria,
in contextul politiei aeriane intérite, i necesitatea de a executa misiuni in spatiul
aerian al celuilalt stat,

Convin amendarea Acordului dintre Guvernul Roméniei si Guvernul
Republicii Bulgaria privind operatiile transfrontaliere de politie aeriand, semnat la
Bucuresti, la 12 octombrie 2011 si intrat in vigoare la 27 iulie 2012, dupd cum
urmeaza:

1. in alineatul al doilea si al treilea al Preambulului, dupa termenul
“Aeriani”, se va introduce expresia “si Antirachetd”;

2. In cel de-al treilea alineat al Preambulului, termenul “NATINADS” va -
fi inlocuit cu termenul “NATINAMDS?”;

3. Articolul 1 “Definitii” se modificd dupd cum urmeaza:

ARTICOLUL 1
DEFINITII

Pentru scopurile prezentului Acord, potrivit documentelor NATO in materie:
a)  politie aerianid inseamnd o misiune pe timp de pace care implica
folosirea Sistemului de Control si Supraveghere Aeriand (ASACS), a celui de
Control si Comanda Aeriana (AirC2) si a capabilititilor aeriene adecvate, inclusiv
interceptori denumiti Interceptori de alerta pentru reactie rapida;

ARTICOLUL 3
SCOPUL

Scopul prezentului Acord este de a:

a)  stabili principiile de bazi, conditiile si procedurile pentru executarea

ARTICOLUL 12 5
EXECUTAREA OPERATIUNII DE POLITIE AERIANA

(2) APCBO cu sustinere din partea QRA(I) a unei Terte Parti pot fi initiate
dupa ce autoritatea competenta a Tertei Parti, capabila sa angajeze Statul in
conformitate cu dreptul international, acceptd complet si neconditionat, printr-o
notificare scrisi, transmisa prin canale diplomatice Roméniei si Republicii
Bulgaria, drepturile si obligatiile prevazute de prezentul Acord.

(9) In limitele Articolului VIII alineatul (5) din NATO SOFA, daca pagubele
apar 1n spatiul si/sau pe teritoriul Roméniei sau Republicii Bulgaria ca rezultat al
nerespectdrii (inclusiv neglijentei grave sau premeditérii) procedurilor stabilite pe
baza prezentului Acord si a Aranjamentului Tehnic prevézut la alineatul (3) de
catre personalul si/sau autoritatile Statului Tert, partea care nu respecta aceste
prevederi este raspunzitoare pentru despagubirea acestora.

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The Government of Romania and the Government of the Republic of
Bulgaria, hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”,

Emphasizing the need of extending co-operation in the field of Air and Missile
Defence between the members of the Organization of the North Atlantic Treaty,
hereinafter referred to as NATO,

Observing NATO Integrated Air and Missile Defence System, hereinafter
referred to as NATINAMDS, obligations and taking into consideration the
provisions of national legislations of Romania and the Republic of Bulgaria, related
to Air Policing,

Driven by the desire to facilitate participation of a third NATO Member State,
based on consent to Air Policing Cross-Border operations while they ate based on
the territory of Romania or the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria in an event of
enhanced Air Policing and have to enter for the execution of tasks in the airspace of
the other state.

Agree to amend the Agreement between the Government of Romania and
Government of the Republic of Bulgaria regarding Air Policing Cross-Border
Operations, signed in Bucharest, on 12 October 2011, into force from 27 July 2012
as follows:

1. In the second and third paragraph of the preamble after the words “Air” to
add the words “and Missile Defence”.

2. In the third paragraph the words “NATINADS?” to be replaced by the words
“NATINAMDS”.

3. Article 1 “Definitions” is amended as follows:

ARTICLE 1
DEFINITIONS

For the purposes of the present Agreement, in accordance with respective
NATO documents:

a) Air Policing: a peacetime mission involving the use of the Air Surveillance
and Contro! System (ASACS), Air Comumand and Control (AirC2) and appropriate
air defence assets, including interceptors, so called Quick Reaction Alert Interceptor;

b) Air Policing aircraft - Quick Reaction Alert Interceptor — QRA(I):
Military interceptor aircraft which is involved in an Air Policing operation and
belongs to the Air Forces of any Party to present Agreement or to a Third NATO
Member State;

c) Air Policing operation: Specialized operation of interceptor aircraft in
peacetime implemented for the purpose of preserving the integrity of a specified
airspace commanded by the designated command (Combined Air Operations Center
— CAOC) of NATO or by a national authority in case of violation of the airspace
and/or the national flight regulations of Romania and the Republic of Bulgaria;

d) Air Policing Cross-Border Opcration (APCBO): Air Policing operation
executed by QRA(I) of Romania or the Republic of Bulgaria, which includes border
crossings between Romania and the Republic of Bulgaria and performing Air
Policing in the national airspace of Romania or the Republic of Bulgaria in
connection with the assigned tasks;

¢) Engagement: Use of the QRA(I)’s on board weapons with the intent to
warn or to destroy the intercepted aircraft;

f) Identification, Interrogation, Interception, Intervention: Specific Air
Policing actions, as defined in NATO documents;

g) NATO airspace: Airspace as defined in the NATINAMDS documents;

h) National airspace: Airspace above the terrilory, internal and territorial
waters of Romania ot the Republic of Bulgaria, as a part of the NATO airspace;

i) National Governmental Authority (NGA): Designated National
Authority authorized to permit Engagement in its national airspace;

i) QRA(I) employment: Flying of aircraft performing Air Policing, including
border crossings between Romania and the Republic of Bulgaria in connection with
the assigned tasks as well as the return flight to the basic airbase;

k) Responsible Headquarters commanding the NATO Air Operation:
Authorized headquarters (CAOC) providing tactical command and control with
regional authority in the NATO airspace including the national airspace of the States
for the protection of the NATO airspace, according to NATINAMDS and NATO
Air Policing documents;

I) Servicing: Support provided to the crew of QRA(I), in order to keep the
aircraft operational, especially refueling, replenishment, examination or minor
repairs, except rearming;

m) Third party - NATO Member State, whose QRA(I) are stationed at an
airbase on the territory of Romania or the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria, to
execute enhanced Air Policing, in conformity with the conditions provided by the
present Agreement;

n) Air Policing Cross-Border Operation (APCBO) executed with support
from QRA(I) of a Third Party: Air Policing Operation executed by a QRA(I) of a




Republic of Bulgaria in order to execute enhanced Air Policing, which enter in the
airspace of the other state to accomplish ongoing mission execution.

4. A supplementary paragraph (3) shall be added to Article 2:

(3) The Ministries and the relevant authorities of a Third Party shall sign
Technical Arrangement with respect to APCBO with the support from the QRA (I)
of a Third Party.

5. Articles 3, 5, 8,9, 10 are amended as follows:

ARTICLE 3
PURPOSE

The purpose of the present Agreement is to:

a) define basic principles, conditions and procedures for executing APCBO
by QRA(I) in the national airspaces of Romania and the Republic of Bulgaria. This
also includes training, provision of servicing and conducting of search and rescue
activities and investigation of flight incidents and accidents;

b) promote flight safety and coordination between Romania and the Republic
of Bulgaria in case of an APCBO by QRA(I) extending into the international
airspace where the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAQ) has assigned
certain responsibilities to either States.

ARTICLE §
RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PARTIES
AND COMPETENT AUTHORITIES

(1) The designated authorities of the Parties will mutually approve that
QRA(I) of their Air Forces will leave their national airspace and enter the airspace
of the other State when necessary and will be employed there according to the
procedures of NATINAMDS, to protect NATO airspace.

(2) The Senior Duty Controller in the Air Operations Center of Bulgarian Air
Force or any other authority, designated by the Bulgarian Minister of Defence will
permit;

a) entry into Bulgarian airspace by Romanian QRA(T) or QRA(I) of a Third
Party, which are based in Romania for execution of a specific APCBO;

b) leaving Bulga1 ian airspace by Bulgarian QRA(I) or QRA(I) of a Third Party
which are based in the Republic of Bulgaria for exccution of a specnf ¢ APCBO in
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(3) The Chief of Current Operations in the Romanian Air Operation Center or
any other authority, designated by the Romanian Minister of National Defence will
permit;

a) entry into Romanian airspace by Bulgarian QRA(I) or QRA(I) of a Third
Party which are based in the Republic of Bulgaria for executing a specific APCBO;

b) leaving the national airspace by Romanian QRA(I) or QRA(I) which are
based in Romania for execution of a specific APCBO in Bulgarian airspace.

(4) Competent authorities permitting Interrogation, Interception and
Intervention by the QRA(T) of Romania and the Republic of Bulgaria, acting under
NATO or National Command will be specified in the Technical Arrangement under
provisions of the Article 2, paragraph (2).

(5) Engagement by QRA(I) of Romania or the Republic of Bulgaria,
performing a specific APCBO will be permitted by:

a) in Bulgarian airspace - the Minister of Defence of the Republic of Bulgaria,
who acts as NGA, upon proposal by the Chief of Defence;

b) in Romanian airspace - the Minister of National Defence of Romania who
acts as NGA.

(6) In any case of paragraph (5) of the present Article, use of warning bursts
and/or lethal force during the Engagement requires concurrence by the NGA of the
State, which provides the QRA(1). Detailed procedures will be further defined in the
Technical Arrangement under Article 2, paragraph (2) of this Agreement.

(7) The authorities under paragraphs (1), (2), (3) and (4) of the present Article
will immediately report to their respective national authorities, including the NGAs,
according to the procedures set up in the Technical Arrangement under Atrticle 2,
paragraph (2) of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 8
TRAINING

(1) To achieve and maintain the purpose under the provisions of Article 3 of
the present Agreement, the responsible authorities shall conduct training under
NATO Command and Control structure.

(2) Any details concerning the development of combined exercises and other
related relevant issues shall be established in the subsequent Technical
Arrangements, under Article 2, paragraphs (2) and (3).
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ARTICLE 9
FINANCIAL AND SERVICING PROVISIONS

(1) As a general rule, Romania, the Republic of Bulgaria and the Third Party
commits to undertake the incurred costs, in case there are no contracted clauses for
common financing,.

(2) In case of unforeseen expenses that cannot be defined as direct
responsibility of a specific Party, a case by case procedure shall be agreed.

(3) In principle, the servicing provided to the QRA(I), that has executed
APCBO and landed on the tetritory of Romania or the Republic of Bulgaria, shall
be against payment or reimbursement. However, the details of the servicing,
including free of charge support, may be defined in the Technical Arrangement
under Article 2, paragraphs (2) and (3).

(4) Notwithstanding the arrangement mentioned in paragraph (3) of the
present Article, the cost of the missiles, ammunition and pyrotechnic materials used
by QRA(I) of the one State in the airspace of the other State will be covered by the
Party, whose NGA permitted the specific Engagement.

6. A new Article 12 is introduced:

ARTICLE 12
EXECUTION OF AIR POLICING CROSS-BORDER OPERATION BY
QRA(I) OF A THIRD PARTY

(1) In order to initiate, execute and/or suspend a specific APCBO with
support from the QRA(Y) of a Third Party, the following conditions shall be
accomplished:

(a) The QRA(I) of a Third Party possesses a valid certificate, issued by a
NATO authority (CAQC TJ) for executing Air Policing operation according to
NATINAMDS in the national airspaces of Romania and the Republic of Bulgaria;

(b) There are bilateral agreements for protection of classified information
concluded between the Third Party and Romania and the Republic of Bulgaria;

(c) The QRA(]) of the Third Party has a permission from the authorities of
Romania and the Republic of Bulgaria under Article 5, paragraphs (2) and (3);

(d) The QRAC(I) of the Third Party complies with the orders given by the
CRCs of the Air Forces of Romania or the Republic of Bulgaria, as well as
NATINAMDS rules and procedures for Air Policing.
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(e) The QRA(I) of the Third Party follows ICAO rules while flying beyond
the 12 miles zone;

(f) The QRA(I) of the Third Party respects the national sovereignty of
Romania and the Republic of Bulgaria;

(g) Engagement missions:

- in the air space of Romania: shall be performed only in accordance with the
national legislation of Romania;

- in the air space of Republic of Bulgaria: shall not be performed.

(2) APCBO with the support from the QRA(I) of a Third Party may be
initiated after the competent authority of the Third Party, able to commit the State in
accordance with international law, completely and unconditionally accepts through
a written notification, sent through diplomatic channels to Romania and the Republic
of Bulgaria, the rights and obligations provided by the present Agreement. Romania
and the Republic of Bulgaria shall confirm in writing the receipt of such notification.
Requirements provided by internal legislation shall apply.

(3) Bach Air Policing Cross-Border Operation (APCBO) with support from
QRA(I) of a Third Party shall be executed on the basis of the conclusion of Technical
Arrangements between the Ministries of Defence of Romania, of the Republic of
Bulgaria, and the relevant authority of the Third Party.

(4) The Third Party QRA(I) may execute Air Policing cross-border operation
after entering into force of the Technical Arrangement under Article 12, paragraph
(3) of the present Agreement regarding Air Policing cross-border operations and
execution of a successful live training under NATO Command and Control.

(5) In case of emergency landing of the QRA(I) of the Third Party in the
territory of Romania or the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria, the respective
responsible national authorities shall provide fire protection, medical care up to role
I and protection of the emergency landed aircraft.

(6) Employment of QRA(I) ot a Third Party shall be conducted strictly in
accordance with the procedures of NATINAMDS, the procedures established in the
Technical Arrangement under paragraph (3), and in accordance with the legislation
and procedures of the respective State in which it is performed.

(7) APCBO with QRA (I) of the Third Party will not be performed without
exchange of recognized air picture between the Romanian and the Bulgarian CRCs.




(8) Except otherwise provided in the present Agreement, all issues regarding
APCBO executed by QRA(I) of a Third Party will be governed by the Agreement
between the Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty Regarding the Status of Their Forces
(NATO SOFA).

(9) In the scope of Article VIII, paragraph (5) of NATO SOFA, should the
damages occur in the airspace and/or territory of Romania the Republic of Bulgaria
or as a result of incompliance (including gross negligence or malice) with the
established procedures under the present Agreement and the Technical Arrangement
under paragraph (3) by the personnel and/or authorities of the Third Party, that party
will be liable for their compensation.

7. Article 12 becomes Article 13.

The present Protocol constitutes an integral part of the Agreement between
the Government of Romania and Government of the Republic of Bulgaria regarding
Air Policing Cross-Border Operations, signed in Bucharest, on 12 October 2011,
into force from 27 July 2012.

The present Protocol shall enter into force on the date of the receipt of the last
written notification by the Parties sent through diplomatic channels, informing of
the completion of their internal legal procedures necessary for its entry into force.

Signed in Ruse on \§ o508 in two original copies, in Romanian,
Bulgarian and English languages, all texts being equally authentic. In case of
difference in interpretation, the English text shall prevail.
